Safe Turn Por table Indicator for Cyclists 
The Safe Turn Indicator it is a small, lightweight orange light that you clip to your 
glove or to a Velcro wristband that is provided.  The functionality of the Safe Turn 
Indicator is that whilst in "standby mode"  the light is off, however when you out-
stretch your hand to indicate a turn, it will start to flash orange (just like a motor 
vehicle) and it stops flashing one second after you put your hand back on your 
handlebar.  It works this way because it reacts to the changes in the orientation 
towards the Earth gravity (it has an in-built " tilt switch"  and computer chip).  It also 
has in-built mechanisms to ignore road bumps, so it won’t flash unnecessarily and 
a special turning dial lets you adjust it for different handlebar types (i.e. straight, 
racing etc). For more information, please feel free to refer to the Safe Turn web-
site - http://safeturn.com , which includes product information, including a com-
prehensive FAQ section, Directions for Use and an Online Demonstration. 



I really haven’ t kept track of the details of my various rides during this period of 
semi-winter, thus much of what I can write is just how far I rode on a given day as 
well as the destination. 
 
On Wednesday the 20th I met Dave Heilbrun at Onyx for the ride du jour. We 
likely rode out of the Park at the Mount Vernon hole in the fence then made our 
way east to Apache Cherokee sub where we made a loop then crossed Mound 
onto Ricket then made our way to the east exit onto 28 Mile road then went east to 
Campground then north. 
 
I decided to use the golf course bike path along Campground as I figured there 
would be no golfers to compete with using the path. The path pretty much hugs 
Campground for the majority of the northbound trek until it gets close to the club-
house when it veers east. I was a bit concerned but as things came to pass if there 
was anyone in the clubhouse they didn’ t come out to shoo the bikers off the golf 
course path. 
 
At 29 Mile Road we took the path east to the corner of Van Dyke then crossed 
kitty corner onto the newly paved section of the Macomb Orchard Trail. The or-
ange netting that had been blocking the trail had been flattened and thus we rode 
unimpeded north. We crossed 30 Mile road then continued on to cross 31, the 32. 
Beyond 32 Mile the trail curves east then crosses the freeway. Traffis was light so 
we had no trouble crossing the M-53 Freeway then continued east. 
 
We reached the spot where once there was a switching yard with multiple tracks. 
This section has old pavement that has been cleaned up for the bike path. We 
crossed Powell then spotted a work crew at the bridge site over the North Branch 
of the Clinton River. There were several pickups parked along the trail and on the 
bridge was a major piece of construction equipment, a crane or some such thing. 
There were workers doing stuff thus the bridge is well along in construction. This 
may be the location of the covered bridge that I have been told would be erected. 
We stopped and watched awhile then backtracked to Powell then went north to 33 
Mile Road where we went east. 
 
After crossing Romeo Plank Road we got back onto the trail. The crushed lime-
stone had been laid but it was rather soft. We rode for a half mile east then found 
an RV trail heading south. We took the RV trail that came out behind a barn. We 
went around the barn and out onto 33 Mile Road. We were just about to Wolcott 
Road. We went east to that point then began our return to the west and south. 
 
At Powell we went south then picked up the trail which we then followed to 31 
Mile before getting off to head for McDonalds on Van Dyke. At this McDonalds I 
don’ t get onions on my McChicken sandwich as they charge 10 cents for onions. 
Also I don’ t get a senior soft drink as they charge 60 cents as compared with 35 
cents in Oxford.  
 
After our McDonalds break we returned to 31 Mile then went east to the trail that 
we then took to 30 Mile Road where we got off and headed west. We crossed Van 
Dyke then continued west till we reached Mound Road. We went south on Mound 
to Inwood then west to the Nature Center gate. We passed thru the hole in the 
fence then visited the Nature Center building. After a brief stay we headed south 
on the Nature Center Road to the Main Park Road where we went left and contin-
ued around to the half mile mark then took the exit path to the Shelby Path and 
continued south to the Macomb Orchard Trail where we went right, west and 
followed the trail to Dequindre and to Onyx where we were parked. We came in 
with 36 Miles for the day. 
 
Thursday the 21st was the day of the Winter Solstice though the weather was not 
winter like. The temperature was in the high 30’s and went to the mid 40’s during 

the day. It is likely we took the standard route to Leonard then continued west to 
Curtis then went south to Nobel, west to Lake George, then south to Ray then 
west to Oxford. We climbed and descended Oxford High School Hill then turned 
right at the Polly Ann that we took to the bridge approach then jiggled, right, left 
and right to McDonalds on Lapeer Road. 
 
At this McDonalds I can get my full lunch as there is no chare for onions and the 
senior soft drink is 35 cents. The entire bill is $3.55 which I charged to my GM 
Card. With the 1% rebate I’ ll soon have enough to buy my next Cadillac Mini 
Van. 
 
Our return route begins with the crossing of the Bridge over Lapeer Road that I 
most thankful for even though it took 7 years to come to fruition. We head south 
on the Polly Ann to Drahner then jiggle east to Wood Trail a subdivision street 
that is more scenic than the Polly Ann. At Deer Path Trail we go right then jiggle 
south to Indian Trail that heads west then south. It crosses the Polly Ann then 
curves south and comes out at Indianwood a quarter mile west of the Polly Ann 
trailhead. 
 
We cross Indianwood to the bike path on the south side and head east to Joslyn 
where we turn right, south and take the bike path to Marina Way. We go left till 
we reach the cull de sac then follow the easement trail to the wood deck bridge 
then cross over onto Arabrock Street where we head east. At Pinetree we go right 
then left on Dollar Bay as we jiggle thru the cottage country of Lake Orion. At 
Shady Oak we go right and head south till we reach Heights where we go left, east 
then continue on till we reach Lapeer road which we cross then jiggle south to 
Glanforth where we go left, east till we reach the Paint Creek Trail where we head 
south. 
 
The trail was slightly mushy and I considered exiting at Clarkston Road but ahead 
the trail seemed firmer so we continued south till we reached Gallagher where we 
exited then jiggled across Orion to Collins then to the township hall parking lot 
then to the Trailhead of Bear Creek Park. We slugged up the pebbled path to the 
plateau then jiggled across the paths to the Snell Road parking Lot. 
 
We went left, east on Snell, crossed Rochester Road then Sheldon Road and con-
tinued down the hill across the Stony Creek Bridge then up the east hill then 
turned right thru the hole in the fence then followed the service road to the Main 
Park Road then went left then returned to Boat Launch where we came in with 45 
Miles for the day on our Winter Solstice Slog ride. 
 

Sunday the 24th was devoted to Sandra as it was the 20th 
Anniversary of our  marr iage. Back 20 years ago after the ceremony 
at the Fraser City Hall we went to Stony and did a SWT, Special Winter Triath-
lon. We first ran a 10 K lap we then Roller Skied a lap and we followed that with 
two laps on the tandem. On the 26th we got on a bus and went to Quebec City 
where we spent our Honeymoon in the Hostel. We went skiing cross country each 
day at Mt. St. Anne.   
 
On this particular Sunday we rode our Mountain Tandem around the park for 14 
Miles after which we relocated from Boat Launch to West Branch where we went 
hiking over the trails with ski poles. We went to the top of Mt. Sheldon then took 
the northbound serpentine trail. At the south link I gave Sandra the option of go-
ing right to end the hike in a bit over a half mile or to continue south over the 
Serpentine trail that would make the hike considerably longer. She chose to turn 
right so we took the link trail to Woods Two then went over the three log jump 
trail back to the north periphery trail then back to Lot B where we were parked.
